Post Chelation Follow Up Visit Scenario
· The child has been discharged from Helen DeVos emergency department, to do oral outpatient chelation therapy.
· The child and the child’s family have been discharged to a hotel in Lansing, located outside of the school district. 
· The child does not like the taste or smell of the chelating agent.
· Meal prep is difficult for the family.
· Contact Medicaid for assistance with food cards.
· Laundry is challenging for the family while in the hotel. 
· Transportation to school is difficult for the 7-year-old sibling, as the hotel is out of the district.
· Refer to ISD for assistance with transportation. 
· Falls under the McKinney Vento Act
· Access to groceries is limited from the hotel, transportation assistance is required. Neighbor was previously assisting with transportation, and this is no longer an option due to location of the hotel.
